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Day 01 Day 1: Baltralsland And Mosquera I slet

After arriving at Baltra, you board the Santa Cruz |1 cruise and head to Mosqguera I slet, where you enjoy a peaceful walk
along awhite sandy beach surrounded by sealions. Y ou'll also have the chance to explore the shallow reefs nearby,

introducing you to the marine wonders of the Galapagos.

Day 02 Day 2 : San Cristobal 1sland

On this day, visit Punta Fitt, the only site in the Galapagos where you can find all three species of boobies. The journey
continues to Cerro Colorado, a breeding centre for Galapagos giant tortoises, and a great spot for birdwatching amidst the
natural beauty of San Cristobal.

Day 03 Day 3: Santa Fe And South Plaza Ilands

Begin your day with avisit to Santa Fe's white sand beaches, populated by playful sealions and land iguanas. The tour
continues to South Plaza, known for its steep cliffs and adiverse array of wildlife, including swallow-tailed gulls and yellow-
grey land iguanas.

Explore the famous Charles Darwin Research Station on Santa Cruz Island, where conservation efforts for giant tortoises are
on display.
