Day 1: Thursday - Arrive in BudapestDay 01
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You will be met and transferred to your hotel. There’s time to relax before meeting your fellow travellers and Tour Director

Pass by the Palace of Science and Culture (known as the “wedding cake”), the Saxon

Gardens, Tomb of the Unknown Soldier, Monument to the Heroes of the Warsaw Ghetto, and Barbican. Continue with a

walking tour of the Old Town, Old Market Square and St. John’s Cathedral. The rest of the day is free for shopping, a stroll

through the city, relaxing in one of the many parks or gardens. Optional: Chopin concert.

Drive across the Polish countryside, cities, and towns as you head to the border of Lithuania on your way to Vilnius, arriving

at the day’s end.

Vilnius Castle. The afternoon is free to continue exploring on your own. Optional: Town of Trakai, beautifully set on three

lakes.
